The Growing Suburbs Fund is a contribution towards meeting critical local infrastructure needs for 

communities in Melbourne’s diverse and fast-growing outer suburbs. It is positioned to quickly 

respond to the pressures being experienced by interface communities by bringing forward local 

infrastructure projects that will make a big difference in the day-to-day lives of outer suburban 

families. 

 

 

 

Nillumbik Shire Council is located 25 km north-east of 

the Melbourne Central Business District, and the 

southern boundary is the Yarra River. It is 

predominantly urban to the south while the north of the 

municipality includes significant features like the 

Kinglake National Park and Sugarloaf Reservoir. 

In 2017, Nillumbik Shire recorded an annual resident 

population growth rate of 0.7 per cent, of 65,000 

residents1. The population is forecasted to grow to 

68,000, by 4 per cent, by 2031.
